4 page articles can be submitted upon author’s decision.  Authors are requested to follow these instructions carefully for the prompt processing of manuscripts. Otherwise, authors will be asked to use the correct format and style.
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Main Subject

1. Manuscripts should be typewritten on A4 paper (210 x 297 mm). Adequate margins should be given as follows:

2. Title in boldface, authors, and affiliations in Korean followed by English should be center-aligned as shown above. 

3. The name of the presenting author and corresponding author should be noted with underline and an asterisk (*), respectively. When several affiliations are involved, each affiliation should be indicated with 1, 2, 3 on names and affiliations of the authors. 

4. Manuscripts in clear and concise English should be divided into sections (e.g., Introduction, Experimental, Results and Discussion, Conclusion, References, etc.). Single spacing for main text and double spacing after subheading should be used. Subheadings should be underlined in boldface. As a rule, manuscripts including Tables and Figures should be within 4 pages.

5. Authors are advised to follow the guideline of “Korean Chemical Engineering Research” for References.

6. When preparing a monograph, “Batang” for Hangul (Korean) or “Times New Roman” for English in size of 11 should be used. Line spacing in Hangul or MS Word should be 130 % or single spacing, respectively. 

7. Authors are asked not to insert a single figure on an entire page and to make a font size for legends to be minimal 2 mm.
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Conclusions

* This instruction for authors was prepared using “Batang” for Hangul (Korean) and “Times New Roman” for English with font size of 11 and line spacing of 130% in Hangul software. Authors should be aware that line spacing is different for word processors used, therefore, authors are requested to follow the guideline described above.

* Since submitted manuscripts with 4 pages in length will be directly converted into PDF format and handled without further editing, authors are advised to carefully follow the guideline.
