ABSTRACT should not exceed 100 words.  No indent is necessary.

Your manuscript should be prepared on A4 papers. Manuscripts should be prepared in 4 pages or more.  All manuscripts should be written in English and prepared with a word-processor. 
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PREPARATION OF TEXT←First-order heading
Classes of Headings　←Second-order heading

The first-order headings for the section titles are in bold capital letters.  The second-order headings are for sub-sections and in bold letters, and only the first letters are in capital.  After these headings, text should start in a new line with indent.

The third-order headings comprise of the number in parentheses and underlined words.  The text should start directly after the heading and a colon.

(1)First-order Headings:←Third-order heading These are for sub-sections.
(2)Second-order Headings: These are for sub-sections.
(3)Third-order Headings: These are for lower classes.

Letter Size and Fonts 

The use of a 10.5 point “Times New Roman” font or similar ones is recommended.  As the standard format, one page includes 35 lines. This instruction is prepared in accord with the standard.

Equations

All equations should be prepared clearly with adequate software and are placed with enough spaces above and below it such as like this example.
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With some indent on the left and the equation number in the parentheses is on the right end. 
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References should be listed at the end of the manuscript.  They are made according to the numerical system.  They should be numbered in the order of citation in the text, and arranged in numerical sequence in the reference list.  The reference numbers should appear in the text using numericals in brackets, e.g. “[3]”, “[3,4]” and “ [3-5]”.  They are preferably in the following forms.

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Abstracts are printed in black and white, and distributed to the participants. Your abstract should not exceed one page and be prepared with 10.5 pt Times New Roman letters.
Abstracts must be drafted into the following format.

- Authors: Full name of authors (please do not use abbreviated names), Letter size 9 pt, bold and align center 

- Affiliation (institute/company, complete mailing address): Letter size 9 pt and align center, Use superscript 1), 2), … when there are two or more affiliations are required. 

- Corresponding author: indicate corresponding author with ‘*’ in the list of authors. Provide e-mail, telephone and fax numbers of the corresponding author, Letter size 9 pt and align center, 

- Text: Letter size 10.5 pt
